Yuman sweet corn 
grows well in Tucson! 

Tom, a gardener in central Tucson, 
planted 20 kernels of Yuman sweet corn on 
March 23 . He had sprouts by April 4th and 
18 of the seeds germinated. After 3 months 
the healthy 7 -8 ft. stalks produced 40 ears. 
Tom says he hand-pollinated the first two 
ears and then left the rest to nature. He 
planted 2 rows going north to south. Tom 
and his co-workers say the corn was 
delicious fresh and in tamales. He added 
homegrown green chiles to the tamales too.
